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Building the Supply of Child Care

The development of new child care programs is facilitated by providing technical assistance and training in starting a child care business, including information on state regulations, insurance, child development and maintaining a healthy and safe environment. 
Monthly "Family Child Care: How to Get Started" information sessions are offered. 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Legally Exempt Child Care Enrollment

This initiative, which began July 31, 2006, focuses on legally exempt child care providers and seeks to enhance the safety and healthy development of children.  New York State’s child care regulations have expanded to address the enrollment and monitoring of legally exempt child care.  Legally exempt child care providers care for children receiving child care subsidy through the local Department of Social Services.  

Legally exempt child care providers are eligible for services that will improve the quality of the child care provided.  Technical assistance is provided to help providers meet the health and safety standards set forth in the regulations as well as to provide an opportunity to address other topics related to caring for children.  These topics could include, Child Proofing Your Home, or Emergency Planning.  The provider may receive appropriately related program materials which might include resources and hand outs, safety plug covers, smoke detectors, toys, etc..

Thirty new providers were enrolled on the CACFP.  Thirty of these providers are still actively participating.  Nine of the newly enrolled providers are legally exempt providers.  
A total of twenty seven providers became inactive.  
Child care providers received $429,405.51 in meal reimbursements.

Seventy one providers attended five CACFP training programs on one of the following topics:  Chicken Nuggets Reinvented, Pot Pourri Oatus Mealus, Pot Pourri New Ways with Yogurt, and Noodle Bowl.
Quality Improvement Grants
 for Potential, New & Existing Child Care Providers
Quality improvement grants are available to assist potential providers to meet requirements for licensing such as pool fencing, deck railings, gates, nap mats, etc.  New providers are assisted in obtaining items that will improve the quality of their program.  This could include health and safety items, environmental items like child size furniture, or programmatic materials.  Existing providers can receive assistance to meet the requirements for registration/license renewal or replace worn equipment, toys and health and safety items.   In addition, upon the recommendation of our training coordinator or early childhood specialist, the provider may be assisted in purchasing educational materials to enhance their program.   Forty grants, totaling $12,372.82, were given to child care providers.

Health Care Consultant Services

These are services offered to child care providers to assist them in complying with the Health Care Plan requirements of the Administration of Medication regulations.  Services may include training, technical assistance, site visits and health care plan approval.  Twenty one providers received assistance regarding their health care plans.
